The international Conference THE PATHOBIOLOGY AND MOLECULAR BIOLOGY OF TUMORS 


took place in Cluj-Napoca, 28th-30th of April 2010, and it was organized by the Oncology 


Institute “Prof. Dr. Ion Chiricuț ă” Cluj Napoca, under the auspices of the Romanian Division of 


IAP (Prof. Maria Sajin), the Organization of European Cancer Institutes-OECI (Prof. Antonio 


Llombart-Bosch, Pathobiology Working Group Leader) and the Romanian Society of Pathology 


- SRAP (Prof. Petre Florescu, Dr. Areti Dinulescu). 


 


The Cancer Institute Prof. Dr. Ion Chiricuta from Cluj-Napoca, as a part of OECI network, was 


the host of this major event for Romanian pathology, in conjuntion with the International 


Academy of Pathology (IAP) that sponsored a part of the organization costs.  


 


The purpose of the conference was to spread innovative knowledge amongst the Romanian 


pathologists and to increase their awareness of the implications of new molecular techniques in 


the diagnosis of tumours.  


 


Another important objective of the conference was to improve the practical diagnostic skills of 


the participants by organising a slide seminar with some of the most interesting cases presented 


by the invited speakers (1-2 cases each).  


 


The topics covered different localization in tumour pathology like breast, kidney, lymphoma, 


soft tissues, neuroendocrine and gynaecologic tumours.  


 


The event was organised in three conference days: first day - plenary lectures of the keynote and 


invited speakers; second day - conferences on specific area of interest and molecular profiling as 


a support for diagnosis; the last day - a slide seminar with most interesting and relevant cases 


from the invited speakers from Romania and from abroad. 


 


The group that enthusiastically agreed to contribute to this event consisted of Antonio Llombart-


Bosch from Spain, a great friend of Romanian pathologists, the “promoter” and the heart of the 


congress; Kristin Henry from UK, the elected president of the IAP and the president of the 


Education Committee of the IAP; Claudio Lombardo from Genoa, Italy, the Special Assistant to 


the OECI President; Philippe Terrier from Institute Gustave Roussy, France a specialist in 


sarcoma pathology; Jose Antonio Lopez Guerrero from the University of Valencia, Spain; Elias 


Campo from the University of Barcelona, Spain; George Kontogeorgos from the University of 


Athena, Greece; Maria Sajin, the president of the Romanian Division of IAP from the University 


of Bucharest, Petre Florescu from. the University of Cluj ; Areti Dinulescu the president of the 
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Romanian Society of Pathology ; Marius Raica from the University of Timisoara, Romania; 


Eugen Mandache from the University of Bucharest. The local organization crew was conducted 


by Ioana Neagoe, Rares Buiga, and Doinita Crisan.   


 


The manifestation generated a considerable amount of interest from the Romanian pathologists, 


biologists and researchers, reflected in the great number of the participants, more than 150.  


 


The conference was hosted in a brand-new auditorium in the City Plaza Hotel located in the very 


centre of Cluj-Napoca, not far from the Institute of Oncology and University of Medicine and 


Pharmacy. 


 


The official opening ceremony started with an introductory speech by Prof. Valentin Cernea, the 


medical director of the Oncology Institute. The event continued with Claudio Lombardo who 


presented the general philosophy and the basic organization of OECI, aiming to build an 


European area for cancer research. Then Prof. Petre Florescu  stressed the importance of the 


continuous medical education in the formation of good pathologists, Prof. Antonio Llombart-


Bosch presented the activity of the Pathobiology Working Group of the OECI. Following this, 


Prof. Maria Sajin  presented the mission of the Romanian Division of the IAP and Dr. Areti 


Dinulescu  presented the challenges that the Romanian Society of Pathology will have to face in 


the years to come. 


 


In the plenary sessions of day one and two, each guest speaker presented a special lecture with a 


focus on bimolecular mechanisms of disease or new approaches in diagnosis.  


 


Very appreciated topics were those on “dendritic cell tumours” by Kristin Henry, on “new 


molecular classification of breast carcinoma”, the “effects of the Chernobyl accident on renal 


tumors”, by Antonio Llombart Bosch, and the one on “management of sarcoma specimens” by 


Philippe Terrier. Elias Campo raised the interest of the auditorium with his “lymphoma diagnosis 


from morphology to molecular genetics”. George Kontogeorgos offered an up-to-date analysis 


on the complex topic of “gastroenteropancreatic neuroendocrine tumours” and José Antonio 


López-Guerrero focused on “molecular staging of prostate cancer and the role of the new 


biomarkers”. Last but not least, Samir El Andaloussi presented an innovative way of 


“intracellular nucleic acid delivery- applications and potential implication for cancer treatment”. 


 


From the Romanian side, the topics covered subjects like Radiogenomics - 


Valentin Cernea, Validation of new biomarkers for cancer therapy - Ioana Berindan Neagoe,  


Circulating tumour cells - Rares Buiga, Angiogenic markers - Ovidiu Balacescu, Castleman’s 


disease - Bogdan Fetica, Prostate adenocarcinoma - Petre Florescu, Cryoglobulinemic 


glomerulonephritis - Costel Spanu, Lymphangiogenesis in tumour therapy - Marius Raica, 


Diabetic nephropathy - Eugen Mandache, Biopsy in pulmonary paediatric pathology - Dan 


Gheban, Borderline ovarian lesions - Patriciu Achimas Cadariu, Cytogenetics of oxaliplatin 


resistant cancer cell line - Piroska Virag, DNA lesions as predictive factor in cervical carcinoma 


- Ioana-Carmen Brie. 


 


In the Poster Sessions, extended over all the three conference days , were presented some 40 


posters divided in three main domains: pathology, molecular biology and clinical medicine. 
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The most interesting and challenging part of the conference was, of course, the SLIDE 


SEMINAR held in the last day. Each speaker presented one or two interesting cases. The slides 


were sent in advance in Romania by the authors, were scanned with the kind help of Prof. Ianos 


Jung from University of Targu Mures and were posted as virtual slides on the PATHONET web 


site (http://www.pathonet.org/ ), the digital histology portal of our colleagues pathologists from 


Hungary. Therefore, every participant was able to develop his own interpretation and his 


diagnostic hypothesis before the slide seminar session. This ended in a very animated interactive 


session, highly appreciated by everybody, in terms of both content and format.  


 


The conference was not only work, but also an occasion for celebration, both for the speakers 


and participants. On the 29th of April, the second day of the Conference, the University of 


Medicine and Pharmacy “Iuliu Haţieganu” of Cluj-Napoca awarded the title of Doctor Honoris 


Causa to Professor Antonio Llombart Bosch. The touching ceremony took place at the 


University in the presence of a large audience. 


 


Beside the lunches offered at the City Plaza Hotel, the first day was crowned with a Gala Dinner 


at Marco Polo Restaurant, and the second day with a Special Dinner at Chios Restaurant on the 


banks of the little lake in the Central Park nearby. The works of the Conference were closed with 


a thematic trip of two days in some of the most representative parts of Transylvania, including 


the medieval city of Sighisoara, the birth place of Dracula, one of the most beautiful and well 


preserved inhabited citadel in Europe. 


 


A saddening event was the quite unexpected decease of Professor Petre Florescu, the iconic 


figure of paediatric pathology in Romania and a co-organizer of this event. He died from a 


sudden heart attack the next morning after the closure of the conference. He will be remembered 


by the generations of students and pathologists who benefited from his great generosity and 


knowledge 


 


Overall this International Conference was a success, whose main benefit was to bring together 


the members of the two major professional societies of Romanian pathologists, the Romanian 


Division of IAP and the Romanian Society of Pathology, under the cover of the IAP and OECI.

 The meeting was called to order at 8:10 by Chair Kristin Henry

3. Minutes of Education Committee, Washington DC  March 2009, for approval 
 Attendance record corrected to show Sergio Sanchez-Sosa as present, no other changes.

4. IAP International Congress Sao Paulo 2010  
a. Bursary donations. 


Kristin Henry reported that there was ~ $53K available for bursaries.  
b. Selection of Bursary recipients  


Kristin Henry - there were 3 types of bursaries, full at $1200 US, $700 US for travel and 
registration and $200 US for registration. See attached 4b letter to members and list of 
bursary recipients. 
Fred Silva – Thanked Kristin Henry for her efforts.  Victor Reuter sits on a Committee to 
direct USCAP investment in global education and reports that as a part of their global 
education initiative the USCAP will direct $25K per biennium toward Congress bursary 
support for as long as they can sustain such. 
Victor Reuter – the Friends of Education initiative has renewed interest in the USCAP in 
Global Education.  To reach out and help those who would participate and can’t. 
 


c. Problem areas relating to future Congress Bursaries 
Kristin Henry – a letter will go out from the Chair requesting reports from bursary 
recipients as reporting to date has been incomplete. 
Kristin Henry presented Sao Paulo bursary issues;  
1) The notice about bursaries was up late on the IAP 2010 Congress web site and the 
notice re abstracts accepted was late.  This needs to be coordinated better.  
2) The Austrian Division donated $3K US with the Education Committee to make the 
selection then wanted the candidate named so they could post the information for their 
members – not this time.  Division who want to have named recipients could do like the 
BDIAP and make their own selections otherwise no names specified. 
Discussion  
Fred Silva – agree – otherwise too complicated.  Another option would be to give mentors 
to recipients as a form of recognition.  We should consider assigning monitors to get in 
touch with recipients at the start of the Congress.

Kristin Henry and Jim Crimmins – we meet with bursary recipients now. 
David Hardwick – integrating residents is another issue. “Marketing” relationship is 
something else.

Committee to distribute bursaries for them as it gives the IAP credibility and visibility and 
to young Pathologists. 
Kristin Henry – letter to recipients could include a list of Education Committee members.

Kristin Henry – the group photo could include Education Committee members.

It 
is a recurring topic. 
Fred Silva – it is hard to match A & B, to get groups together to self assign.

5. IAP  Pathology Educational Programmes held in 2010; 
a. 8th Arab British School of Pathology, Tunis, Tunisia, June 3-5    
b. 3rd International Junior Academy of Pathology, Guisenheim, Germany August 22-25 


Kristin Henry - Gathers young Pathologists from Germany and other European countries 
for in-depth diagnostic and research sessions. 


c. 4th Bosnian British School of pathology, Sarejevo, August  
Kristin Henry - This was a very successful school. 


d. 2nd EADIAP British School of Pathology, Campala, Uganda, September 5-8 
Kristin Henry - There could be other schools as WADIAP (West African Division) has 
approached the BDIAP.  This could be an initiative for the USCAP to support. 
Fred Silva – the BDIAP has lead the way.  Dr. Adekunle always finds found 4-5 
ambassadors. 


6.    Pathology Meetings supported by the IAP Education Committee 


a. 2008-2010 (see attached spreadsheet) 


Kristin Henry – the Romanian meeting was a first meeting and both she and Antonio 
Llombart-Bosch attended.  The Swiss Division received support twice but the events were 
more than two years apart which meets the guidelines. The Ukrainian, Cuban and 
Taiwanese meetings take place early in 2011 so funds were allocated in 2010 so planning 
could take place.   


b. 2011 (see attached spreadsheet) 
Kristin Henry – lead off a general discussion of how Education Committee funding works;  
- Commitments to date are all out of the 2008-2010 budgets.  
- Divisions need to know in advance whether they have support for next year. 
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- The Finance Committee needs to understand the Education Committee schedule, that 
commitments are a year in advance. 
- Hard to define need but with limited resources it is better to help many versus giving 
larger amounts.  If the $ amount is increased for one then it has to go up for all.  Better to 
keep one maximum.   
-  Applicants need to specify what the request is for, travel, education facilities etc, not 
entertainment. 
- Most organizations ask for support for specific educational activities.  Help is not 
permanent and can only be requested every two years.

7.  Requests from Divisions for Financial Support for 2010-2012 
a. Russian Division (see attached) 


        Antonio Llombart-Bosch – reported that he cannot get in contact for further information. 
  Kristin Henry – lead off a discussion of the merits of the Russian request.   
  The request was considered but the consensus was that it was not a typical request and  
  that it was not the type of endeavour the Education Committee supports.                 


8. Development of educational programme for underserved Divisions/Countries 
 Kristin Henry – lead off a discussion 
 Robert Osamura – in the responses from Divisions as part of the “Way Ahead”, of 30 Divisions 
 responding, 11 said they needed educational support materials. Strong active Divisions could 
 support weaker ones. 
 Kristin Henry – some Divisions are much in need. They are underserved and need 
 organizational support such as the West Indian Ocean Pathologists and Sudan. 
 Victor Reuter – Haiti, the Dominican Republic and other countries in the Western Hemisphere 
 have no voice. 
 Florabel Mullick – the need is larger than we can see.  
 David Hardwick - the need is world wide.  Communications is the issue.  Asia Pacific is a good 
 communications model; it includes the key players in the region and provides a linkage route. 
 Konrad Muller – Indonesia needs more support, Asia Pacific needs to look at the whole area. 
 Robert Osamura – a table of problem areas with linkage to Divisions could help define zones 
 of activity. 
 Fred Silva - Madagascar has possible links to East Africa but there are real issues with 
 incorporation so they may need to be separate. 
 Kristin Henry – they could form a Division to give them a voice (i.e. in a regional council). 
 Johan Schneider – We need a strategy re real needs to get long term solutions instead of 
 responding to immediate problems.  Each Division should produce a strategy for how to move 
 ahead. 
 Fred Silva – Dr. Kalebi from East Africa has a strategy and Drs. Iliyasu and Ogunbiyi from West 
 Africa are working toward a good strategy. 
 Kristin Henry – Dr. Kalebi has had to move to private pathology but he is still a driving force. 
 Johan Schneider – Dr. Kalebi is an example of an African problem and the Committee and the 
 IAP need relationships with private practice Pathologists.

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 IAP Visiting Lecturer Programme 
 Kristin Henry – as an addition to supporting Division meetings, the visiting lecturer proposal 
 would be a good use of money. 
 Robert Osamura – a very good idea. 
 Kristin Henry – we know there are people willing to do this. 
 Konrad Muller – would the budget be out of this Committee? 
 Kristin Henry – yes, as a separate activity at the request of Division and underserved areas. 
 Fred Silva – travel funds eat dollars.  Years ago there list of lecturers who were willing to go to 
 other countries.  We could redo the list.  Dr. Adekunle Adesina always gets 4-5 lecturers for 
 free. 
 Victor Reuter – travel costs are massive; it is worth looking at volunteers to reduce costs. 
 Kristin Henry – with the BDIAP ambassador program one individual per year will go to 7-8 
 places in Africa funded by the BDIAP.  Local costs are covered by the host Division.   
 Konrad Miller – what proportion is this of the BDIAP budget? 
 Kristin Henry – the allocation for 2008-2010 was $40K +$10K for $50K.  We are asking for this 
 to be increased to $60K for 2010-2012 in addition to 1/2 of the profit from the 2008 Athens 
 Congress which the Hellenic Division has directed to education program support. 
 Florabel Mullick – the Congress profit dollars are one time.  The visiting professors program in 
 the past was strictly on a volunteer basis, if we sponsor 1 or 2 why not others.   
 Kristin Henry – we need to find 1-3 assistance strategies which do the most good. 
 Fred Silva –$20K of onetime funding will support a maximum of 20 people.   Better to have 
 the more altruistic Divisions provide support and the IAP to provide central coordination.  We 
 could redo the volunteer database with expertise.  We need older more philanthropic 
 Pathologists who “do on our own”. 
 Kristin Henry – central funding? 
 Fred Silva – Better to use funds to support a central computer database to match volunteers 
 to requests. 
 Kristin Henry – it is hard for volunteers to self fund these days for long travel, even with local 
 support when on site.  Possibly a proportion of allocation where needed.   
 HK Ng – the concept is good, we need to digest/analyze. 
 Kristin Henry – Divisions need to spread the word re the need for teachers; we want good 
 teachers. 
 Johan Schneider – excellent idea.  South Africa provides support to other areas but there 
 needs to be strategic oversight to add value.  A more comprehensive view is needed.  An 
 education project database is needed to track relationships.  Programs need to be linked to 
 video conferencing etc. 
 Kristin Henry – a small working group is needed to look at needs and refine the approach. 
 Konrad Muller – move to formalize.

Dear All 
  
I am pleased to tell you that the selection of applicants for Bursaries to attend the 2010 Congress in Sao 
Paulo is now completed.  
  
There were 94 applicants from 24 Countries, of whom 42 were from Brazilian pathologists.  
Of these 94, 35 were considered as meriting the award of a Bursary. 
  
You will recall that at the Education Committee Meeting in Washington it was agreed that successful 
applicants would receive $1000 and that the $200 Reduced Registration fee would be paid on their 
behalf directly to the Congress Secretariat. Thus essentially each would be awarded $1200.  
You may recall also that due to the generous donations from IAP divisions for bursaries, there would be 
around $53,000 available for this purpose. At the Meeting, it was also agreed, due to the late posting of 
the Congress website, to extend the deadline for application to the 31st May. In this context, it should 
be noted that the deadline set by the Congress Secretariat for submission of abstracts was also set at 
31st May.  For these reasons and the time factor involved of dealing with the financial aspects of the 
bursary arrangements, the selection process had to proceed with all speed. 
  
The selection of applicants from countries other than Brazil was relatively straight forward. Of the 52 
applicants, 33 pathologists were judged to be fully deserving of bursary awards.(Two of those selected 
have now withdrawn).  
  
The real problem lay in the selection of 42 the Brazilian applicants. All but 3 were young, either residents 
or newly appointed to a senior post. Of these, 4 were quite excellent and selected for bursaries to the 
full amount of $1200 and 16 were rejected for a number of reasons.  
  
Having selected 35 Bursary recipients, $42,000 were now committed leaving some $10,000 in hand. 
It therefore seemed that since there was little to choose between the 22 remaining applicants in terms 
of CVs etc and poster submissions that the most equitable solution was as follows:  
Select those pathologists coming from towns outside Sao Paulo for Bursaries of $700 ($500 
+Registration fee $200) towards travel costs, etc. and pathologists in Sao Paulo for Bursaries 
representing only the $200 Registration fee paid on their behalf. 
I discussed this proposal with David Hardwick who thought it a good solution. Jim Crimmins was also 
happy with this arrangement.  
The different types of Bursaries would be identifies as Full Bursaries ($1200) and the other two called  
Travel ($700) and Registration ($200) Bursaries. 
Applying these criteria there are 11 Travel Bursaries and 11 Registration Bursaries. 
  
I hope you are all in agreement with this selection process and approve of the selected applicants.
