6th ASIA PACIFIC CONGRESS OF INTERNATIONAL ACADEMY OF PATHOLOGY 


                                                             Kochi 


                                               20th to 23rd August 2009 


 


The 6th Asia Pacific Congress of the International Academy of Pathology (IAP) was held at Kochi, 


Kerala, from 20th to 23rd August 2009 at the Le Meridien Resorts and Convention Center. The host 


Division for the Congress was the IAP – Indian Division and the Congress was organized by the IAP – 


Indian Division with the local Organizers being the Kerala Chapter of the Indian Association of 


Pathology & Microbiology. The Organizing Committee included Dr. M. Balaraman Nair (Congress 


President), Dr. Anita Borges, Vice President Asia IAP (Congress Vice President), Dr. Francisco Couto, 


President IAP – Indian Division (Chairman of Congress Scientific Committee and Chief Co-Ordinator), 


Dr. K. R. Harilal (Congress Organizing Chairman) and Dr. S. Sankar (Joint Organizing Chairman) and 


many other local and national Committee members. Prof. Robin A. Cooke (Australia) and Prof. H. K. 


Ng (Hong Kong) were the International Advisors for the Congress. Dr. Francisco Couto, President IAP 


– Indian Division was the Chairman of the Scientific Committee and the Chief Co-Ordinator of the 


Congress and was the key person of the Congress. The Congress was very well attended with delegates 


from India and all over the world. The Faculty for the Congress consisted of eminent Pathologists from 


all over the world. There were 130 Faculty speakers and more than 630 delegates from different 


countries of the world including India. Amongst the countries represented were India, China, Nepal, 


Pakistan, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, Japan, Taiwan, Korea, Hong Kong, Singapore, Malaysia, Australia, 


New Zealand, South Africa, Kuwait, United Kingdom, Portugal, Germany, Belgium, Romania, The 


Netherlands, Canada, France, United States of America, etc. The Congress was attended by several 


dignitaries from the IAP and various IAP Divisions from all over the world specially the Asia Pacific 


region like Prof. H. Konrad Muller (Immediate Past President IAP), Prof. Kristin Henry (President Elect 


IAP), Prof. Francis Jaubert (Past President IAP), Prof. David Hardwick (Secretary IAP), Prof. Robin 


Cooke (Editor, International Pathology), Prof. H. K. Ng, Prof. Bob Osamura and 


various Vice Presidents of the IAP, Presidents & Secretaries of various IAP Divisions, etc. Prof. 


Florabel Mullick, the President of the IAP, unfortunately could not attend and sent her greetings and best 


wishes for the success of the Congress. Prof. H. Konrad Muller who was the Chief Guest inaugurated 


the Congress by lighting the traditional lamp assisted by other dignitaries Prof. David Hardwick, Dr. 


Anita Borges, Dr. Francisco Couto, Dr. M. Balaraman Nair and Dr. K. R. Harilal. Prof. David Hardwick 


who was the Guest of Honour released the publications of the Congress like the “Congress Proceedings” 


CD, Abstract Book, Scientific Programme and the Souvenir book. Earlier, Dr. M. Balaraman Nair 


welcomed the delegates and Faculty to the Congress. The Presidential Address was delivered by Dr. 


Francisco Couto who highlighted the tremendous progress made by the IAP – Indian Division over the 


years and also thanked the IAP Asia Pacific Divisions and the IAP for their support. Dr. Couto also 


thanked all the Faculty speakers and delegates for their contributions to the success of the Congress. Dr. 


Couto also expressed the gratitude and thanks to the IAP (specially its Education Committee),

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delegates present. This was followed by the Welcome Reception. On the other days there was also a 


Cultural Programme which show cases the rich cultural heritage of local Kerala state and was deeply 


appreciated by the audience. Prof. Robin A. Cooke (Australia) delivered the Keynote address for the 


Congress and there were four Plenary speakers namely, Prof. Mahul B. Amin (USA), Prof. Bharat Jasani 


(UK), Prof. Bharat N. Nathwani (USA) and Prof. Sunil R. Lakhani (Australia). The Scientific sessions 


included Genito Urologic Pathology, Bone & Soft Tissue Pathology, Cytopathology, Molecular 


Pathology, Molecular & Immunohistology (which was in association with APSMI), Endocrine & 


Neuroendocrine Pathology, Gastro Intestinal Pathology, Breast Pathology, Gynaecologic Pathology, 


Hepatobiliary Pathology, Neuropathology, Pulmonary Pathology, Cardiac Pathology, Renal Pathology, 


Infectious Diseases Pathology, Haematolymphoid Pathology, Paediatric Pathology, Medical Education 


and Dermatopathology. The 12th Annual CME of the IAP - Indian Division was incorporated as a 


session of the Congress and was on the theme of Dermatopathology. The scientific sessions were in the 


form of lectures, case presentations and slide seminars. Besides these Scientific sessions there were 


scientific poster presentations by the delegates and more than 200 scientific poster presentations were 


made. There was also a sizable Trade Exhibition with Companies from India and abroad having stalls 


highlighting their Company products. The Congress ended with a short Valedictory function where the 


President of the IAP – Indian Division Dr. Francisco Couto handed over the IAP flag to the President of 


the IAP – Taiwan Division Prof. Shih-Ming Jung and his team who will be hosting the next Asia Pacific 


Congress in 2011 in Taiwan and Dr. Couto wished them all success for the forth coming Congress. The 


6th Asia Pacific Congress was very well appreciated by both Faculty and delegates and evoked a very 


good feedback. 


     Finances for the Congress were raised from Trade Exhibitors and other sponsors, Congress 


Registration fees, contributions from IAP (Education Committee) and various IAP Divisions named 


before, etc. Dr. Francisco Couto, on behalf of the IAP – Indian Division once again expresses his deep 


appreciation and thanks to, this,  the Education Committee of the IAP for the generous contribution of 


US Dollars 5000 towards the 6
th


 Asia Pacific Congress of the IAP. Expenses for the Congress were 


incurred under various heads one of which was for the payment of the fees for booking and usage of the 


Convention Center where the Congress was held which worked out to Indian Rs 22,00,000/- (for 4 days 


from 20th to 23
rd


 September 2009) plus Indian Rs 1,14,013/- for Stall charges in the Trade Exhibition 


coming to a total of Rs. 2314013 (about US Dollars 51423 taking the exchange rate as 1 US Dollar = 


Indian Rs. 45). The grant of US Dollars 5000 given by the Education Committee of the IAP was fully 


used to partly cover this cost incurred.  


    I would once again thank very much the IAP (and its Education Committee), the IAP Divisions from 


various countries around the world, and various IAP members for their help and contributions towards

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The public health services system in Ukraine demands serious reforming. Absence of 
financial possibilities at the state with economy of transitive type aggravates present 
situation.  The statistics clearly presents the situation in Ukrainian society and medicine. 
 
Ukraine occupies 78th place in the world on life expectancy. The average life 
expectancy of Ukrainians was found to be 10-20 years lower than at the developed 
countries. 
 
 Annually the population of Ukraine decreases more than on 300 thousand; it is equal to 
quantity of inhabitants of the regional centre. Hence the big city from a map in the 
centre of Europe actually disappears annually.  
 
The statistics of oncological disease in Ukraine impresses: for last ten years the quantity 
of patients has increased on 25 %, the population was reduced to 4 million persons. 
Oncological diseases stably increase on 3 % a year, and the cancer continues to "look 
younger".  
 
In Ukraine every year it is diagnosed more than 160 thousand new cases of malignant 
neoplasm; almost 100 thousand inhabitants die of a cancer. Each hour is registered 
more than 20 new cases of disease, and 10 inhabitants of Ukraine die of a cancer. By 
calculations of experts, till 2020 the quantity ill with a cancer in Ukraine will exceed 200 
thousand a year. 
 
One of the important strategies on the way of reforms is a continuing training of 
Ukrainian doctors including pathologists. It is well known that pathology is a core 
discipline of a modern medicine.  
High level of professional education in pathology at least needs access to information, 
modern text books equipment etc. 
 
Unfortunately, the majority of pathologists in Ukraine with an average salary 100 US 
dollars per month have no real opportunities to get a modern textbooks, computers and 
even pay for the Internet line. 
 
A lack of manuals in Oncopathology, Surgical Pathology, Feminine Genital tract 
Pathology etc. results in additional problems in practical work of pathologists in Ukraine. 
 
There is no funding for Pathologists in Ukraine for attendance of Congresses, Slide 
seminars in Foreign Countries. 
 
Therefore, the support of the Educational Committee of the Ukrainian Meeting of the 
IAP in Kharkiv, Ukraine on April, 2011 would be the most helpful for Ukrainian 
pathology. 
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We are planning to discuss mainly modern advanced diagnostics (with molecular 
biology issues) of the main wide-spread neoplasms, including breast cancer, 
uropathology, hematology, tumors of the intestines, and so on.  
 
We plan to organize a conference and slide-seminars if possible, which will take 2-3 
days.  
About 25 speakers with a balance between foreign speakers and local ones as one to 
four hopefully present there papers.

4. Interim Education Committee 


Kristin Henry - At the Interim Education meeting in Florence Italy, September 2009, there 
were two main discussion areas, 1) bursary donations and the process for selecting recipients 
and 2) requests for support for scientific meetings.  Marcello Franco was invited to be present 
at the interim meeting so he could better understand the IAP Education Committee’s role 
selecting bursary recipients. (See attached report).  
Requests for support of Divisional scientific meetings and educational activities were ratified by 
vote by those members present at the meeting and by subsequent electronic vote by those 
members not able to attend (results in section 7 below). 
 
In International Congress years there are two Education Committee meetings, an interim 
meeting held in conjunction with the USCAP annual meeting and the meeting held at the IAP 
Congress.  In the Congress off year there has been only the one interim meeting held in 
conjunction with the USCAP meeting but more recently an additional interim Education 
Committee meeting has been held in conjunction with the ESP annual meeting. This meeting 
has been successful and it is recommended that it continue 


 
5. IAP International Congress Sao Paulo 2010 


Kristin Henry - continued the discussion on Sao Paulo bursaries begun in Florence by noting 
that further commitments from Divisions for bursary donations have been received bringing the 
total funds available to ~$50k US and that an update with dollars would be forthcoming once 
final amounts were confirmed. 
 


             i.  Bursaries – amounts in $US 
 Donor Divisions: USCAP 25K, Arab 3K, Austrian 3K, Australian 5 or 7K, British (self 
administered awards to applicants from supported Schools of Pathology), German 6K, 
Hellenic 5K, Hong Kong 1K and Japanese 3K – final amounts to be confirmed. 
   


             ii. Application for Bursaries           
Kristin Henry - At the Finance Committee meeting in Boston there was a discussion of the 
problem of older deserving Pathologists who do not fit the guidelines for bursary support 
and $5K of funds were set aside for those special cases.  
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Notice of the awarding of Bursaries and the process for application has gone up on the 
Congress Web site: www.iap2010.com (see attached).  The notice went up quite late and 
the deadline is the end of the month (31.03.210) so we will need to extend the deadline. 
The deadline was set to 31.03.2010 because of the time required for approval and the 
complicated logistics of organizing the finance.  We need to request that Marcello Franco 
put into the Congress web site that the deadline has been extended. There have only been 
two submissions and one inquiry to date.

Kristin Henry - Adding in Romania, Ukraine, Cuba and the special bursaries, we have more or 
less expended our allocation for 2008-2010, having $1200 in hand.  This is including the $10K 
one time allocation for 2010. 
David Hardwick – it is a healthy situation that we are getting the requests from people who 
actually want to do things.  It’s a sign of health in the organization that we managed to fulfil that 
expenditure without running around trying to drum up places to send it.  A healthy outcome  


 
           iii. Income generation 


Kristin Henry – this is a problem not easily solved.  The IAP is not a philanthropic target and 
there was not a lot of enthusiasm for an electronic journal so there is not a lot to show after a 
lot of hard work. 
Kristin Henry – what is the major expense to the IAP? 
David Hardwick – the principal expenditure currently relates to the Bulletin and its distribution.  
And that is not to say anything negative, but the issue is whether it should remain in a paper 
format or should it be in an electronic format.  Clearly by the year 3000 it will be in some other 
format so the question is the transition timing.  Charles has looked into this quite extensively 
and worked with Robin on it. 
Charles Ramey – we are more or less ready to merge our two web sites and have an initial 
idea on content but will take feedback from people.  Just now both the University and the 
Faculty of Medicine are changing their web site software and that is expected to be completed 
in May. 
David Hardwick – the Bulletin can be putt on there and there is a format and URL for that. The 
issue is ensuring that we do distribute the knowledge in it so what we look forward to is 
surveying the various Divisions. 
Kristin Henry – supports the continuation of the Bulletin but this will allow us to put in a more 
scientific content for distribution and for those who may not remember, the cost at the moment 
is $50K. 
Anna Kadar – why do we pay? 
David Hardwick – there are two facets to this, one is content and the other is mode of 
transmission, my final point previously.  We want to make sure that Divisions where members 
do not all have electronic access in fact have access to the publication.  As you are aware 
there are forms of fibre optic being run over to East Africa and things like that so the world is 
becoming more electronic and accessible so our perspective is that this is a transitional 
phenomenon so if you ask will we have the publication in a paper print form forever the answer 
is no. The issue of content is another issue which needs to be addressed. 
Kristin Henry – the BDIAP is completely electronic and everyone appears to be happy. 
David Hardwick – we will be moving in that direction by surveying Divisions very soon and 
then in May we will move to a combined web site as Charles pointed out and then we can put 
up the Bulletin electronically for those who choose to have it distributed electronically where it 
is feasible.  For other places where they may or may not have access to the electronic format 
we recommend continuing with paper for an interim period until electronic can be successful. 
Kristin Henry – I am always surprised at how many Divisions and countries do have access to 
electronic media and can’t think of any which don’t. 
David Hardwick – we are just not prepared to make an imperious unilateral decision and will 
check with them, finding what will likely be a very rapid transition. 
Kristin Henry – one would say we are in the process of remodelling.  
David Hardwick – yes. 
HK Ng – If more Divisions come to you for assistance in the months ahead what are you going 
to do?  
Kristin Henry – the guidelines are out there to all Division Secretaries to get their requests in 
three months in advance of the meetings of the Education Committee.  We have been flexible 
with the Ukrainians, Cubans and Romanians coming in because we will not have another 
meeting until October.  
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HK Ng – how much of the budget ahead has been spent? 
Kristin Henry – we are spent to November. 
HK Ng – so we are committed to November this year? 
Kristin Henry – yes, our budget is set from November to November. 
HK Ng – so we should have fresh money this year in November. 
Kristin Henry – yes, after Sao Paulo, but what I can’t say is whether it will be $40 or 50K 
HK Ng – people should come to you a few months in advance? 
Kristin Henry – we could still give a small amount of assistance as we have $1,200.  
HK Ng – the options for raising money will be limited with the restrictions that we have but just 
off the top of my head, what could be explored is how this Committee could work with the 
richer Divisions “lets say” if you receive requests and are fully committed and have run out of 
money.  
Kristin Henry – some Divisions already do this.  The Africans go to the BDAIP, the French, 
the USCAP and the Cubans go to the Spanish Division etc so this happens to some extent 
already. 
David Hardwick – if you were to look at the educational mission we are getting huge support 
from the British Division, the USCAP puts a lot of money into putting all of the knowledge that 
they generate at this meeting up on a web site free for everyone, we have Asia Pacific which 
has been supported through Japan and Hong Kong to get up and operational so each Division 
has a different way of subsidizing, supporting and encouraging and so on.  Victor can comment 
on the USCAP and the potential for scholarships. 
Victor Reuter – well you know that it is an ongoing debate but there are bursaries every two 
years of $25K made available to the Education Committee of the IAP, there is the Friends of 
Africa initiative that will the meeting in Cape Town and those efforts will continue as well as our 
knowledge base support of the web site and we have continued in the USCAP Executive 
meeting yesterday and the USCAP Council today in finding other ways in which the USCAP 
can make available its resources to support or partner with other Divisions and the IAP in ways 
that would be helpful to the Pathology Community.  These are ongoing discussions where we 
continue to debate and find ways to be able to make resources available to others.  We feel 
and it was discussed today that it is important for us to make bursaries available to the 
Education Committee of the IAP and  for this Committee to have the discretion of allocating 
these funds as been done today.  So that commitment continues as of this afternoon. 
Kristin Henry – that is a very generous donation but given my role I don’t think the USCAP 
actually make a “Lun Song” commitment to Friends of Africa and that is what I think you should 
arrange within the African regime in Mali where the have the Friends of Africa meeting.  They 
are seeking support by donation to increase funds. 
Victor Reuter – actually there are matching funds from the USCAP so yes it was a certain 
amount to be raised by members and USCAP committed matching funds $ for $ for everything 
which was raised to a total of $50K. 
Kristin Henry – for us the first sort of main drive is what happens at the meetings. 
Victor Reuter – again it is for young Pathologists and Pathologists in training to be able to 
attend the meeting in Cape Town – matching funds, $50K and matched funds up to $50K so it 
is $100K. 
David Hardwick – one of the issues which has been raised hear or at the USCAP which has 
occurred to me is that the model the USCAP uses is what is termed a Freemium Model where 
you give a bunch of knowledge free but you charge for everything else.  One of the things that 
would be an opportunity that hasn’t been raised here would be partnering through the IAP or 
partnering among Divisions with a purpose of putting on web courses, web presentations and 
so on.  That has not been explored so there are a very substantial number of different 
education modalities.   So we have two issues, one is how do we encourage what Antonio 
started with his involvement – creating the Inter-Congress Education Committee” – creating an 
educational system. I think we have been very successful at it and the Divisions are 
contributing.  The other issue is the one raised earlier, the internal budget of the IAP and that is 
always a concern so I think we need to turn that back over to the Finance Committee and look 
in this Committee at how we will go about expanding our educational support and 
encouragement for underserved Divisions and encouraging the Divisions which have sufficient 
capabilities and ability to work with other in two areas which come to mind; Sub-Saharan Africa 
and South America.  So we have two areas where we have development, assuming that the 
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development in Asia Pacific actually has taken off.  That is an area which is quite 
extraordinary, that has been developed that wasn’t.  North America has been looked at and 
pretty much has no problems, the Eastern part of Europe that is still an issue regarding 
development.  So if we want to look at what we really need to do, we need to look at the sort of 
development which needs to be done and then focus our energy and try and find ways for our 
Divisions that haven’t sufficient funding, to assist and encourage those. 
Kristin Henry – I think we already do that in some sense.  When we get requests we already 
ask have you discussed this with a Division which may be able to support you.  Most Divisions 
know which Divisions are richer than others. It is not always money that is requested, it can be 
scientific support.  There are some Divisions which are not awfully short of money but they 
need scientific support because they need the input to run and organize their scientific 
meetings 
Victor Reuter – that is why I used the word partnership because it isn’t only about money, it is 
also about content suggestions, guidance and adding a bit more experience.  We in the 
USCAP are talking about various activities and it is a balancing act.  I think that it is important 
that we as a member of the IAP support the IAP as well so I think going alone in a maverick 
fashion reaching out Division by Division to Divisions we happen to like is one way to do it but I 
think working through the IAP is very important so that is where we are putting the premium 
right now.  We are debating how then to make ourselves available to other Divisions if in fact 
they want to partner, may it be seed money, may it be content, may it be the web site, may it 
be organization, may it be whatever it is. For now we work through the IAP. 
HK Ng – what David said is worded right, the IAP if you look at things sponsors or supports a 
lot of activities and some stronger Divisions have the initiative to support but the two are not 
linking together, as much as I think there is some communication.  But if ideas grow it would be 
good to just perhaps encourage some other Divisions who could do more than they have by 
looking at who could do what.  I think there is still room for further expansion without fresh 
cash. 
Kristin Henry – I should have mentioned another Division which has been enormously 
supportive of the French Speaking African countries and that is the Spanish Division.  We do 
not have a rep from France at this meeting but over the years they have been very supportive. 
HK Ng – I don’t know about some Divisions like the Swiss. 
Kristin Henry – the Swiss Division imitative originates from Basil University with one 
pathologist who wants to develop telepathology. The Cambodian initiative is aimed at 
educating the Cambodian Pathologists on how to use telepathology. 
Victor Reuter – we have been very involved in telepathology for about four years now and 
there is a huge upside.  If anyone wants to see how it would work go to our web site from the 
Italian Division which has an incredible effort that the Pathologists are doing to support 
Tanzania, Madagascar and a couple of other centres.  As far as serving truly underserved 
health problems away from the major cities and how telepathology can be used not only 
educationally but actually to do better health care of people.  Now, though we have been 
envious of Physicians without borders where Surgeons go to many different countries that are 
underserved to help do lips and club feet etc, there is a role that Pathologists can have and if 
you go to that web site you can see how you can give them access to early screening and 
detection.  It is not just educational it is a way Pathologists can give better healthcare in the 
future. 
Kristin Henry – the purpose of the Cambodian grant we gave was not just to educate them in 
Hematopathology but also to train them how to use the telepathology system. 
Kristin Henry – do all agree that it would be responsible to request that the Education 
Committee allocation for 2010-2012 remain at $50K per year. 
Agreed  
Antonio Llombart-Bosch – if the idea of the IAP is to reduce the cost of the Bulletin then 
there has to be a balance of activities and education activity is one of the mandates of the IAP 
so the funds should be transferred at least in part. 
David Hardwick – there are a variety of other things on the Finance Committee agenda that 
need to be considered as to the balance of expenditures, it certainly was not considered that it 
would be banked or put away but there are operating costs which happen to be hidden which 
have not been addressed over time. 
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Kristin Henry – if all your Divisions consider ways of possibly generating income it would be 
very good.  I have made a suggestion sometime ago that when people hold a scientific 
meeting or congress they might if they make a profit, set aside some of it for the Education 
Committee.

11 Other Business 
David Hardwick – one issue which has to do with the electronic issue.  As you are all aware the 
USCAP has invested considerable time and money into distributing education material globally 
and I am happy to advise that the number of hits, 2 million on 2002 is now 51 million.  There were 
10 million hits in January alone.  What is the message?  The message is that we as IAP through 
one Division are providing a very large resource.  But it is not the only one and I think that one of 
the things we need to look at is how we could help other Divisions. What can be done on the 
issue of putting up on the web, available to others, free knowledge, is a critical item.  Charles has 
a list of other Divisions that have a Knowledge Hub type presence already. 
Charles Ramey – the BDIAP, Chinese, Finnish, French, German, Italian, Spanish, Swiss and 
Taiwanese Division web sites have elements of a Knowledge Hub to varying degrees. (see 
attached). 
David Hardwick – so what I am presenting here is something which it seems to me would be 
well worth encouraging, that all Division take a look as it would provide a world wide bas of 
knowledge and would also encourage all Divisions to use this as an educational format.  And so 
the success of it has been mind boggling at the USCAP level; 51 million hits from 168 countries 
and over 6 million page downloads is an incredible amount of material and it also renown’s the 
USCAP and the IAP in a sense that everyone knows they exist and the same for the Spanish and 
Taiwanese Divisions etc.  Now we do have linkage with all of those through the IAP and the 
Homepage so others can link but I think as a formal attribute of the IAP it would be worthwhile 
identifying this as one of our major outputs.  Another format of presentations and if we are to be 
the leading International Academy then we need to do leading type presentations.  The electronic 
method of knowledge transmission over the next 10-20 years will be a major format.  I appreciate 
that different Divisions have different issues and that there are copy write issues and there are 
agreement issues and there are cultural issues regarding people wishing to put material up on 
web sites.  But it is a matter of here is a format, here is a new venture and it is an opportunity to 
pursue – and it is already well underway.  It is important to recognize that electronic knowledge 
transmission is an important activity.
