In 2009 Dr. Zsuzsa Schaff started her second term of presidential period. There were no significant 

changes in the Board of the Division. 

 

1. The series on Technology Transfer in Diagnostic Pathology continued, this time on the 

topic of „Soft Tissue and Bone Pathology” held in Eger, Hungary, between 19-21 April, 

2009. The faculty members included AP Dei Tos, CD Fletcher, P Hogendoom, Th Krausz, 

Th Mentzel, Zs Orosz, Z Sápi. There were approximately 200 participants, with about 120 

delegates from Hungarian and 80 from 15 foreign countries. The handout of the meeting is 

on the way by air mail. 

 

2. The Austro-Hungarian Pathology Congress was organized in Sopron, Hungary, from 1-3 

October, 2009, with the involvement of the Division. The main topics were pulmonary 

pathology, breast cancer, lymphomas, molecular and genetic pathology. Several invited 

speakers from Austria and Hungary made up the faculty and about 500 participants were 

present (link to Second Announcement included). 

 

3. Slide seminars for Hungarian pathologist were organized three times during the year. Each 

occasion was a one day long event, with the discussion of 12 cases in the frame of a course. 

The number of participants at these seminars was between 100 and 120. 
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4. Sponsored Congress Participation 

As in the previous years, participation at the Symposium of the German Division in Bonn 

was sponsored by the Division, with 8 Hungarian pathologists being able to take part in 

2009. Besides this, 20 participants were also sponsored at the April Technology Transfer in 

Diagnostic Pathology meeting and the Austro-Hungarian Pathology Congress in Sopron. 

 

5. Future plans 

- Pannonia Congress of Pathology to be held in Graz, Austria, between March 3-6, 

2010, coorganized with the National Pathology Societies and IAP Divisions of 

Austria, Croatia, Hungary and Slovenia.  The expected number of participants is 300.
